Theyv are studving the eftect of mobile phones on users® health .Professor Lawrie Challis, a member

of that group, says: "the study is crucial, and we still don’t know if the use of mobile phones causes cancer or not. He

also remarks that "the balance of evidence suggests that it does not, but we need to be sure.”

[5]Dr Mircille Toledane, another investigalor in the same project. suggests, that «the best thing we can de now is
o chserve the health of a large number of users over a long period of time to see if ,in the long term, there are any

links between cell phone use and cancer.” The project will last for more than 20 years, and will invelve 250,000

phone users across five different uropean countries.
